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SUPPLEMENTARY REGULATIONS

WEST OZ CHALLENGE (WOZC)

The event is promoted and organized by Szenard Pty Ltd.
The naming rights sponsor to the event will be advised.

The WOZC is a Group B event and will be run in accordance with the
CCDA Manual of 4WD Motor Sport (version 9.0 dated 20/01/09) and these
supplementary regulations.

Where a discrepancy exists, the Event Director shall determine the
interpretation to be followed in relation to any error, ambiguity, discrepancy
or inconsistency within or between these Supplementary Regulations and
the CCDA Standing, Sporting and Vehicle Regulations (V9).

Each Stage shall have a maximum time for completion. The emphasis
should be on ensuring the vehicle is capable of completing the event
based on skill and planning rather than vehicle damaging “win at all costs”
approach to driving.

Placing in the event, and any Stage, shall be determined by points earned,
less any penalties.

All competitors MUST carry a copy of the latest supplementary regulations
at all times during the event.

Supplementary regulations can and will be updated from time to time and
it is the responsibility of the teams to ensure that they are in possession of
the latest version.

INDEMNITY

The Teams shall have no claim whatsoever against the organizers of the
Event and shall have a current and adequate insurance policy against
third party liability.

Teams will be required to complete the designated liability waiver, form
attached, before being eligible to participate in the Event.
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MEDIA

During this Event there will be a contingent of media representing various
four-wheel drive publications. They will write their articles on their own
impressions of this Event. Many have experience with other similar events
and it is important that Marshals and Teams ensure this Event is up to, or
exceeds, their expectations in all areas. This means that each person
must be seen to be well mannered and presentable at all times with no
“poor taste” behaviour.

The organising Committee’s will provide the media with information as to
the partners and sponsors for the event and own all rights to any images
whether moving or still.

It is the Organising Committee’s aim to ensure a safe and incident free
event. With any type of sport however there is a possibility of unplanned
incidents occurring. Therefore, if there is an incident that has the potential
to reflect badly, all media enquiries should be referred to the Event
Director. After the Event Director has been briefed on all aspects of the
incident an official statement or response will be issued.

EVENT PROGRAM & SCRUTINEERING

Scrutineering will take place at Perth 4X4 Balcatta — 231 Balcatta Rd,
Balcatta, between 9:00am and 3:00pm on Saturday 10™ April 2010. This
is a media event and MUST be attended by ALL Perth based teams.

Any vehicle presented for scrutineering, which is deemed by the
organizers not to be of a standard of appearance, or condition appropriate
to compete in the Event, or fails the scrutineering inspection process, may
be excluded from the Event. The presentation of the vehicle for
scrutineering is an implicit statement of conformity with the eligible vehicle
class.

While the Scrutineer may not reject a vehicle as eligible in its respective
class at scrutineering the technical eligibility and conformity to vehicle
class is the sole responsibility of the entrant, and remains so at all times
during the Event. The successful passage of a vehicle through the
scrutineering process is not affirmation or endorsement that the vehicle
conforms to the eligible vehicle class.

Teams shall arrive ready to be scrutineered at a time, which is designated
in no specific order, to that team by the Event Director.

ALL Perth based teams within a 100km radius from the CBD MUST attend
scrutineering or forfeit their entry to the event. If a team or team member is
unable to be present at scrutineering for a valid reason, please contact the
Event Director.
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Teams who are unable to start scrutineering in their allocated position due
to being late shall present themselves for scrutineering within 60 seconds
of the last team scrutineered for the day.

All teams MUST present themselves and vehicles in a “ready to compete”
state at Pre event scrutineering between 7.30am and 8.30am on Saturday
24" April 2010 in the “Pit Area”.

Scrutineering for “country and interstate competitors” will be between
7.30am and 8.30am on Saturday 24™ April 2010 in the “Pit Area”.

Any team NOT present at the Pre event scrutineering or in attendance at
the event venue by 10.00pm on Saturday 24" April 2010 will be deemed a
non-starter and forfeit their entry to the event. If a team or team member is
unable to be present at the event venue for a valid reason, it will be at the
Event Director's discretion whether that competitor is deemed to be a
starter.

On Saturday April 24" competition shall start at approximately 10:00am
and conclude at approximately 10:00pm.

On Sunday April 25", competition shall start at approximately 7:30am and
conclude at approximately 8.00pm.

Presentation will commence at approximately 8.30pm All competitors,
crew, marshals and spectators are invited to attend.

VEHICLES

The WOZC is open to Touring, Production and Challenge Class vehicles.

Entries will be limited to 30 competitive vehicles irrespective of class
numbers.

Crews must have the following documents with them at any pre-event
scrutineering, event scrutineering and during the entire Event:

* Driver’s license (both driver and co-driver);

* Vehicle registration papers (if applicable) for the registered vehicle they
are entering; Note: The vehicle registration papers must show the owners
name. If a third party owns the vehicle, a signed letter of approval for use
is required.
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* Proof of current third party liability cover,

* Proof of current membership to ambulance subscription (both driver and
co-driver),

* Membership card for CCDA (both driver and co-driver),
*A copy of the latest supplementary regulations.
Wheel spacers are NOT allowed.

Exocages will be allowed. Any Exocages or Existing Multi point cages will
be considered on a case by case basis for this event. If you have a cage
of this nature please email the Event Director at your earliest opportunity.

Winch types and configuration is open.

In relation to scrutineering & continuation after an incident Refer to clause
2.7 & 2.13 of the CCDA regulations V9. The Stage Manger has the right to
stop any vehicle and call for the Scrutineer.

DRIVING CONDUCT

This Event is conducted on private tracks and areas of private property
which is shared with the public, property owners and their families,
spectators and Event officials and other participants.

Crews shall drive in a safe and reasonable manner appropriate to the
circumstances. Crews considered by the Event Director or Competition
Manager to be driving dangerously will incur an Event penalty determined
by the Event Director, up to and including disqualification.

ENVIRONMENT

The West OZ Challenge is held on private property with limited access.
Vehicles shall only be driven on marked tracks on the property and shall
be parked and moved at the direction of event marshals.

During transitions between stages vehicles will be limited to 40kph on all
station tracks unless otherwise instructed and all gates are to be left as
found.

Campsites shall be maintained and left in a clean and safe condition. All
camp rubbish and vehicle lubricants, containers and discarded parts etc,
regardless of disputed ownership or responsibility, shall be removed from
the property. No rubbish shall be buried.

Standing trees and plants shall not be felled, cut down, removed or
otherwise damaged.
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Toilets shall be used where supplied.

WATER REQUIREMENTS

Water availability cannot be guaranteed in the Teams Camping area or
competition area. Teams will need to be fully self sufficient for water over
the Event.

A minimum of 20 litres of water is to be carried by all competitors and be
present at their respective camps at all times. The water DOES NOT need
to be carried during individual stages.

PRACTICE

Only crews that volunteer to assist with track development are entitled to
drive on that new section of a stage and only during construction of that
stage and at the specified time as set by the event organisers.

TESTING

Testing must only be conducted with approval of the Event Director.
Times for testing will be restricted to outside of competition hours and only
in daylight where possible, at a location to be determined by the Event
Director.

WITHDRAWALS & REFUNDS

All withdrawals must be submitted to the Event Director in writing to be
eligible for a refund received 15 days before the event and will have half
the entry fee refunded.

Withdrawals later than 15 days before the Event, failure to attend for
competition, and failure to meet safety and scrutineering requirements
shall not entitle Teams to any refund or credit.

A reserve list will be kept as soon as the quota of positions has been filled.
If withdrawals are made, applicants on the reserve list will be notified in
order of their initial application as to the position available. To move from
the reserve list to the available position, applicants must pay the amount
due at that particular time, and submit a signed entry form.

TEAM SUPPORT

Teams may be accompanied by crewmembers however, crewmembers
that can work on the vehicle MUST be CCDA members. All crewmembers
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must be listed on the entry form. The CCDA crewmembers can assist with
maintaining the vehicle in the designated “Pit Area” or off the stage when a
team has DNF’d or completed that stage.

Crew Members who are not the Driver or Co-Driver are not permitted on
the Stage except as spectators during competition.

Crew Members who are not the Driver or Co-Driver may NOT assist the
Team by providing verbal instruction or track information. They may only
assist with effecting vehicle repairs, provided the vehicle has completed or
received a DNF in the Stage.

All teams and crews must be financial members of the CCDA.

MANDATORY EQUIPMENT

Each team shall carry the accessories including recovery gear as specified
in CCDA Regs 4.1.6 plus a spare wheel at all times. Note: ground anchor
and the red reflective triangle are not required.

ADVERTISING AND DECALS

Event sponsorship/advertising shall be limited to:

An area of approximately 50% of the bonnet flat surface plus
150mm height for the full length of the leading edge and sides
inclusive of the top portion of both front mudguards.

An area of 600x600mm of both front doors immediately below the
window sill.

An area of 150mm height along the top of the windscreen or
leading edge of the roof.

Additional Event sponsor decals typically small in size may be
placed at any suitable location on the body of the vehicle but shall
be clearly visible.

Vehicle sponsor decals are allowable however they must not cover or
displace WOZC sponsor decals.

ELIMINATION PROCESS

To ensure the Event is able to finish on time, the Event Organisers reserve
the right to introduce an elimination process for Monday's competition
whereby the top placed Teams are given priority to completion of all
stages.



13.2 Should the West OZ Challenge be abandoned prior to the scheduled finish
as a result of force majeure, the Event results will be determined on the
basis of points scored up to and including the last SS completed by all
competing Crews prior to the abandonment of the Event.

14 STARTING PROCEDURE

14.1 Groupings (if multiple groupings are used)

14.1.1 Saturday and Sunday - Teams will be placed into starting order in one (1)
group at the event director’s discretion. They are to park in starting order
in this group close together for a group photo (if directed to do so by
media). Please wear event polo shirts for the photo and stand beside your
car as directed. They will have a lead car take the group to the next and
subsequent stages.

14.1.2 Sunday — Top 10 shoot out may be held after all events given there is time
available.

14.2 Groupings (if only one group for all competitors).

14.2.1 Saturday & Sunday - Teams will be placed into starting order numerically
via their allocated vehicle number, which will be assigned at the event
director’s discretion. They are to park in starting order in this group close
together for a group photo (if directed to do so by media). Please wear
event polo shirts for the photo and stand beside your car as directed.
There will be a lead car take the group to the next and subsequent stages.

14.2.2 Sunday — Top 10 shoot out may be held after all events given there is time
available.

14.2.3 Monday — Sponsors may want a ride around specific stages nominated by
the event director after all other competition stages are completed. Please
advise the event director prior to the event's commencement on Saturday
to organize.

14.3 Transport to stages and movement between stages

14.3.1 The Marshal Coordinator will direct groups to a stage. The Marshal
Coordinator shall be on UHF channel 27.

14.3.2 Once the Group is directed to a stage, all Teams in the group are
expected to turn their UHF radio to the relevant stage channel and remain
on that channel.



14.3.3 Groups will complete stages in numerical order unless otherwise directed
by the Marshal Coordinator.

14.4 Starting Order and leaving your Group

14.4.1 Teams must stay within their group and compete in their allocated starting
order.

14.4.2 For Saturday’s stages only, the first car to start on the first nominated
stage will then drop back to the back of the group for the next stage. This
continues for all stages unless otherwise instructed by an event marshal.

14.4.3
The table below indicatively shows the changing starting order for one group as
they progress to each stage.

This rotation will apply regardless of which stage your group starts on first.

14.4.4 Teams must be present at the stage starting area and be ready to start 10
minutes before their allocated starting time. If not ready they shall be
called on the stage UHF radio channel by the starting marshal and have 5
minutes to report to the starting marshal. In the event of a mechanical
break down refer to rule 14.4.5, 14.4.6 & 14.4.7.

14.45 Teams who are unable to start in their allocated position due to
mechanical failure shall advise the starting marshal of this fact. Teams
who advise the starting marshal of their inability to start in their designated
order shall present themselves in a ready to start condition within 60
seconds of the last team of their group completing the stage.

14.4.6 Teams who fail to present themselves within this timeframe shall advise
the Marshal Coordinator & request permission to rejoin their group on
whatever stage they are currently competing, even if their group has
completed other stages. The team so affected will have the opportunity to
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compete on the stages that they have missed after all the groups have
completed those stages and they are still open.

14.4.7 Teams who wish to leave their group or return to their group must notify

the Marshal Coordinator of their movements and to obtain direction
regarding their group’s location.

14.4.8 Note rule 13.1 overrides the stage planning for Monday.
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Finish garages as per CCDA Reg 2.19 will be at the end of each stage.

PENALTIES

The penalties contained within CCDA Manual of 4WD Motor Sport
(version 9.0 dated 20/01/09) shall apply.

Where a warning will be given prior to the penalty being applied, the
warning will be given by: whistle, verbal, air horn and/or radio
communication on the designated Stage UHF radio channel.

Riding unrestrained in or on a vehicle is prohibited. Teams or crews that
allow this to happen on their or their support crew’'s vehicle(s) will be
penalized 40 points.

Reckless driving or hooning by teams or pit crews will result in a 40 point
penalty being incurred by their competing crew. The speed limit on access
tracks is 15kph.

The Competition Manager will accept any reports regarding rules 15.3 &
15.4.

PRESENTATION OF AWARDS

Following the Event, the Event Director shall conduct a presentation
ceremony.

Award-winning Teams will be required to attend the presentation and will
be required to be neat and tidy, wear supplied clothing (cap and/or shirt)
on the presentation dais. Additional photographs can be taken after the
formal presentation for Teams’ own records and sponsors.
